NBTC hints at withdrawal of AIS lawsuit

Telecom firm is not
backing down

Some commissioners on the National
Broadcasting and Telecommunications
Commission (NBTC) have sent sig-
nals to Advanced Info Service (AIS) to
withdraw its lawsuit against the NBTC
board'’s resolution last year acknowl-
edging the merger of True Corpora-
tion and Total Access Communication
(DTAC), says an NBTC source who
requested anonymity.

The source said these commissioners
believe the lawsuit might cause difficul-
ties for the board when it considers the
ongoing takeover deal of fixed broad-
band service 3BB by AIS.

The board will consider the AIS deal
by referring to the same 2018 regula-
tions on which it based its decision
regarding the True-DTAC deal.

NBTC board chairman Dr Sarana
Boonbaichaiyapruck said AIS’s lawsuit
against the NBTC's resolution on the
True-DTAC merger might imply that
AIS disagrees with procedures under

the 2018 regulations, which are the
same guidelines to be used for consid-
eration of the AIS-3BB deal.

On Oct 20, 2022, the NBTC board
voted 3-2 to take the position it has
no authority to consider approving
or rejecting the planned True-DTAC
merger, which in essence allows
the amalgamation.

The board simply acknowledged the
planned merger and issued consumer
remedy measures by citing the 2018
regulations, which state the NBTC can
only govern mergers, not approve or
reject them.

As aresult, in November last year AIS
petitioned the Central Administrative
Court to revoke the NBTC's resolu-
tion, noting it conflicts with the past
frequency licence auction’s conditions
that prohibit mobile operators from
holding a combined spectrum band-
width onseveral ranges that exceed the
NBTC's spectrum cap rule.

The AIS lawsuit claims the resolution
sided with the True-DTAC merger deal
and the NBTC board failed to exercise
its power and accountability to govern
using all related regulations.

LAWSUIT MAINTAINED

A management source at AIS who
requested anonymity told the Bangkok
Post it is impossible for the company

to withdraw the lawsuit as the man-
agement and a legal advisor strongly
believe in the legal grounds against the
NBTC board’s resolution.

The source said the takeover deal of
3BB by AIS differs from a merger.

AIS has already asked the NBTC to
consider either approving or rejecting
the deal.

“Both AIS and 3BB proposed the
acquisition deal to the NBTC for
approval. The regulator can consider
whether to approve or reject it,” the
source said.

Prawit Leesathapornwongsa, a
former NBTC commissioner, said he
cannot see how the AIS lawsuit would
affect the regulator’s consideration of
the 3BB takeover.

The True-DTAC merger deal and
the takeover deal of 3BB by AIS are two
separate matters, he said.

Mr Prawit said the AIS lawsuit is
directed at the regulator’s position that
it has no authority to approve or reject
the merger.
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True and DTAC jointly submitted a
reportoftheiramalgamation procedure
tothe telecom regulator on Jan 25, 2022.

Opponents of the merger claimed
the NBTC has a responsibility to pre-
vent monopoly or unfair competition
in the telecom sector, according to its
2006 regulation.

The regulation stipulates the NBTC
has the power and duty to prescribe

measures to prevent monopoly or
unfair competition in the broadcast-
ing and telecom sectors.

Citing this regulation, critics of the
merger argue the NBTC has the legal
power to prohibit any mergers or
acquisitions of two companies if they
are projected to lead to monopoly or
unfair competition.

Last year NBTC management
insisted the board has no direct legal
power to prohibit mergers or acquisi-
tions, only the authority to impose spe-
cific measures to prevent monopoly or
unfair competition.

According to NBTC management,
though the regulations that took effect
in 2010 empower the NBTC board to
determine whether to allow or reject
a merger deal, they were replaced by
2018 regulations.

The NBTC board already approved
in principle guidelines for the purchase
of fixed broadband service 3BB by AIS,
and its investment in Jasmine Broad-
band Internet Infrastructure Fund.
The owner of 3BB is Triple T Broad-
band. The guidelines were proposed
by NBTC management.

The NBTC office was assigned to
set up four subcommittees to verify
the details and conditions of these two
deals and propose them for the board's
consideration again. Dr Sarana esti-
mated the panels will conclude their
work before the end of 2023.

Gurus tout
incoming
‘Thai wave’

Thailand has been voted as the
most likely country in Asia to
enjoy a boom period in its con-
tent industry on the scale of the
so-called Korean Wave.

Atthe Asia Video Summit 2023,
held in Hong Kong by Asia Video
Industry Association last week,
180 participants from 22 countries
were asked to vote in e-polls.

When asked, “In the coming
years, which marketis most likely
to emulate the regional success
of the Korean content industry?’,
40% of respondents chose Thai-
land while 16% chose Mainland
China and 13% chose Indonesia.

The participants come from the
TV, streaming, marketing, tele-
communications and technology
industries, as well as policymakers
and content creators.

Pirongrong Ramasota, com-
missioner at the National Broad-
casting and Telecommunications
Commission (NBTC), who spoke
in a session entitled Thailand's
Time, said Thai audio-visual con-
tent has won various prominent
international awards and has been
welcomed in various countries.

However, Thailand still lacks
strategic support, partly due to
inter-agency problems. The NBTC
was ready to host talks among
agenciesto find a shared direction
to promote Thai content produc-
tion and distribution, she said.

Meanwhile, as the lack of level
playing field between local and
international digital platforms is
hindering Thailand’s prospects,
the NBTC aims to find ways to
create a suitable ecosystem for
free and fair competition.

Light-touch regulation and
the promotion of self-regula-
tion or joint community stand-
ards are possible measures, Ms
Pirongrong said.
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
