Bidders seen likely to favour two bands in upcoming auctions

The 2100-megahertz and 2300MHz
bands are expected to attract more
prospective bidders than the 850MHz
band when the three are put up for
auction, according to a stock analyst.

State enterprise National Telecom
(NT) currently uses the three bands
through partnerships with private tel-
ecom operators.

The National Broadcasting and
Telecommunications Commission
(NBTC) is expected to reallocate them
via auction before they expire in Sep-
tember 2025.

Among the three bands, 850MHz is
deemed the least attractive because,
from a technical perspective, it must
be refarmed for optimisation before

it can be utilised, said Pisut Ngamvi-
jitvong, senior equity research analyst
at Kasikorn Securities (KS).

Refarming refers to transitioning
a specific frequency band from one
technology to an other.

In addition, the major mobile oper-
ators already have enough low-band
spectra bandwidth in their portfolios
such as 700MHz to serve 5G coverage
nationwide, said Mr Pisut.

These three bands of NT are key fac-
tors in creating ambiguity in terms of
the mobile phone operators’ perfor-
mance next year, he said.

If the licence auctions for these
bands end with winning bidders
paying hefty prices, this would
affect the telcos’ performance again,
he added.

In contrast, if the auctions end with
low winning prices, this represents a
good sign with regard to the telecom
operators’ future capital expenditure.

Mr Pisut said KS is reviewing its
analysis of the mobile phone opera-
tors’ performance related to the
planned auction of the three spec-
trum ranges.

The telecom regulator plans to auc-
tion the bands prior to their expiry
dates, but has not yet announced
official details concerning the auc-
tion timeline.

NTis the merged entity of TOT and
CAT Telecom.

Through a deal with TOT, NT once
partnered Advanced Info Service (AIS)
on TOT’s 2100MHz service offering.

NT also partnered with Total
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Access Communication (DTAC) on
TOT's 2300MHz.

Through deals with CAT in the
past, NT partnered with True Move
H Universal Communication (TUC)
on CAT’s 850MHz.

The full merger of True and DTAC,
which became True Corporation, took
place in March 2023.

After 2025 NT will operate via some
of the spectrum range it won in a
licence auction held in February 2020,
such as 700MHz and 26GHz.

The spectrum partnership deals
with private telecom operators gen-
erate combined revenue of 40 billion
baht per year to NT, according to NT.

Mr Pisut said through its partner-
ship deal with NT, AIS generates
profit margin to NT of around 3.9

billion baht per year while True Corp
(through True-DTAC deals with NT)
generates profit to NT of 7.5 billion
baht per year.

Mr Pisut said KS believes the win-
ning bid prices at the planned auction
would not be high.

All the auctions in Thailand for
3G, 4G and 5G spectrum licences
combined generated 500 billion baht
during the period 2012 to 2020.

The major telcos have invested
heavily in their 5G network installation
and coverage over the past few years.

However, their investment in 5G
capacity at present is significantly
lower than the past, in line with satu-
ration of new individual 5G users in
the mass market.

“I believe the upcoming auctions

are a positive sign for telecom capital
expenditure in future,” Mr Pisut said.

He said it is impossible for the win-
ning bids at the auctions, especially for
the 2100MHz and 2300MHz bands, to
be higher than the profit AIS and True
generate for NT annually, based on
the valid term of the licences (12 or
15 years).

Mr Pisut said AIS generates profit
to NT of around 3.9 billion baht per
year or 58.5 billion over 15 years and
True generates profit to NT of 7.5 bil-
lion baht per year or 112 billion over
15 years. He added that it would be
unlikely to see such high prices being
paid in the upcoming auctions.

Telecom regulator NBTC has vowed
to prepare reasonable conditions for
the upcoming auctions.

Crackdown on mobile banking mule accounts gets under way

The telecom regulator says access to
mobile banking accounts where the
names of the account holders and
phone subscribers are different will
require case-by-case permission as a
clampdown begins on the use of mule
accounts by fraudsters.

The National Broadcasting and Tel-
ecommunications Commission (NBTC)
said yesterday that the government
has a policy to stop banking service
access from mobile phones not regis-
tered in the name of the mobile bank
account holder.

The policy was intended to stop the
use of mule accounts by scammers and
became effective yesterday.

However, banks could permitaccess
on a case-by-case basis, such as when
people subscribe to mobile phone ser-
vices for young or elderly relatives.

The telecom regulator said it would

meet mobile phone operators to dis-
cuss easy procedures for such case-by-
case permission.

According to the Ministry of Digital
Economy and Society, there are about
106 million mobile banking accounts,
about 30 million of which are not reg-
istered in the same name as the mobile
phone subscribers.

The ministry estimated there were 1
million mule accounts, and it planned
to close 100,000 of them every month.

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Examination of the names of account
holders and mobile phone subscribers
started yesterday. The names of mobile
phone and mobile banking account
users will be clarified within 120 days.
Afterwards, suspicious mobile banking
service users would be disconnected.

Ronadol Numnonda, deputy gover-
nor of the Bank of Thailand, said that in
cases where the name of a service user
registered with a phone number (SIM
card) does not match the name on the

bank account, users can still use mobile
banking services as usual.

He said services have notbeen cutyet
because there is a need to wait for offi-
cial clarity on this issue. It is common
for the names on SIM cards and bank
accounts not to match, and there can
be explanations for the discrepancies,
he said.

According to Mr Ronadol, following
this, the Bank of Thailand will speed
up discussing the matter with relevant

parties, including the NBTC and banks,
to clarify the service provision.

“T confirm that mobile banking
customers can still use the service as
usual, and I believe that this issue can
be explained regarding the reasons
for the name mismatches. Therefore,
services can still be used as normal for
now. However, the Bank of Thailand
and the relevant parties and banks need
to discuss this in detail to conclude this
matter quickly,” Mr Ronadol said.
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rom exaggerated crime reports
to hyperbolic political cover-
age, the trend towards dram-
atisation is reshaping how
the public consumes news in
Thailand, especially on television screens.
Critics, however, have raised a red flag that
this not only distorts fact-based reality but
also undermines the media’s role in provid-
ing accurate and responsible journalism,
potentially leaving audiences more mis-
informed and emotionally manipulated.
This was a major concern shared among
media experts at a recent seminar hosted
by the National Broadcasting and Tele-
communications Commission (NBTC).
They discussed whether sensationalised
news programmes “reflect” or “aggravate”
social problems. The conversation particu-
larly aimed to tackle concerns about how
licensed TV channels allocate significant
airtime to sensational news, often lead-
ing to public complaints and administra-
tive actions.
Pirongrong Ramasoota, NBTC's broad-
casting commissioner, revealed that a

g

recent survey of news programmes broad-
cast on digital TV during February and
March showed that approximately 20 out
of 30 programmes were deemed sensa-
tional news shows, making up two-thirds
of all news content. These programmes
often feature hosts who extend minimal
content into lengthy discussions, empha-
sising sensationalism, emotional impact
and dramatic storytelling over straightfor-
ward, factual reporting.

While this approach can be used to
increase viewership and engagement, it
may also lead to misinformation, biased
reporting and a lack of focus on important
news topics. Pirongrong added that several
news programmes have faced complaints
and administrative action over segments,
including four cases of crime news, five
cases of child and youth abuse, three cases
of human rights violations, and four cases
of violence stemming from conflicting
opinions. News presented in a confronta-
tional format aims to amplify and reinforce
violence in order to evoke strong emotional

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responses from viewers and to create a
sense of satisfaction and engagement.

“[Some] producers may have good
intentions to inform viewers about the inci-
dents, yet sensational news programmes
often inadvertently present physical vio-
lence that reinforces structural violence in
society,” Pirongrong said, adding that this
calls for a critical reassessment of whether
such news programmes should continue in
their current form.

Audiences have witnessed the use of
sensational language and repeated display
of inappropriate images, raising concerns
about the ethical implications and the
impact on public perception.

In many dramatised news reports,
individuals involved are portrayed as
characters, and events are coloured with
heightened emotions. Some reporters
may use irrelevant sources to highlight a
character’s traits without verifying their
pertinence to the story. In a recent crime
report, the journalist conducted an inter-
view with the mother-in-law of asuspect’s
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ex-wife, a person who had long divorced
the suspect and was clearly not involved
in the incident.

Theema Kanchanapairin, a presenter on
Channel ONE31, noted that current news
programmes have significantly changed
in format, from reporting and talks to sen-
sationalism and variety. The shift began
with experiments in presentation formats,
particularly for evening and nightly news.
These programmes started incorporating
dramatic elements and storytelling tech-
niques similar to those found in screen-
plays or movies.

“This approach gained significant pop-
ularity, enabling Thai news to outperform
dramas in viewership. This shift has led to
anew phenomenonin the media industry
— sensationalising news stories to attract
viewers, boost ratings and increase adver-
tising sales,” Theema said.

This trend poses a significant challenge
in the news industry. As a result, current
news presentations often blend traditional
news with new formats, such as in-depth
reports and the integration of technology,
to create programmes that are both enter-
taining and informative.

Sensational news often employs a vari-
ety of techniques to captivate audiences
and evoke strong emotions. Language
and narrative techniques include the use
of hyperbolic language with exaggerated
terms, crafting stories with strong emo-
tional appeal, attention-grabbing sen-
sational headlines, and suspenseful sto-
rytelling. Isolated incidents are used to
generalise trends, conflicts are highlighted,
speculative scenarios are presented as
news, and expert opinions are dramatised.

Meanwhile, vivid and disturbing
imagery, music and sound effects enhance
the emotional impact, and fast-paced edit-
ing creates a sense of urgency and provokes
curiosity. Content selection and presenta-
tion techniques include selective report-
ing that highlights certain aspects while
omitting others, repetition of sensational
details, using celebrities, and focusing
on emotionally appealing human-inter-
est stories.

The increasing prevalence of sensational
and emotionally charged news content
has raised concerns about mental health
impacts and decline in quality information.

Dr Worat Chotpitayasunon, a spokes-
person for the Department of Mental
Health, Ministry of Public Health, empha-
sised that the media industry faces signifi-
cant changes due to economic and techno-
logical pressures, leading to the decline of
state-regulated traditional media and the
rise of entertainment content.

“Society’s preference for emotionally
resonant news, such as crime stories, has
led to a format that emphasises detailed
storytelling and emotional engagement.
This approach can desensitise viewers
to violence and pain, impacting mental
health and societal perceptions,” he said.

In addition to desensitisation, sen-
sational news can influence audiences
to “learn” harmful behaviours, such as
copycat suicide attempts detailed by news
hosts. This type of reporting can also con-
tribute to a perception of the world as an
unpleasant and constantly threatening

place, a phenomenon known as “mean
world syndrome”.

This shift towards light and entertaining
contentover in-depth reporting can hinder
people’s access to quality information and
affect decision-making in daily life.

“The media plays a significant role in
shaping our worldview and how we eval-
uate events. When entertainment takes
precedence over informative content, it
alters not just our news but also our deci-
sion-making and worldviews,” Dr Worat
explained, stressing the importance of
media balancing engaging content with
social responsibility to promote accu-
rate understanding.

MEDIA PRIORITISES
ENTERTAINMENT
OVER REPORTING

The phenomenon of sensational news
extends beyond Thailand and television
news consumption. Supinya Klangnarong,
a Policy Committee member of the Con-
sumer Council, pointed to Reuters research
highlighting troubling trends in media con-
sumption that sidestep quality news.

“Media outlets increasingly prioritise
entertainment over in-depth reporting and
thorough investigation. This trend is par-
ticularly evident in societies experiencing
arise in news avoidance,” she said.

Research indicates a stark contrast
between Nordic countries and Thailand
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in news consumption habits. For instance,
63% of Finns get their news directly from

media sources, while only 7% of Thais do,
with 60% relying on social media. This high
reliance on social media in Thailand, com-
pared to other Asean countries, suggests
growing scepticism about media quality
and reliability.

Supinya stressed the need for the media
to produce trustworthy content to aid in
informed decision-making.

“The media must balance entertain-
ment with social responsibility, provid-
ing both engaging and informative news
to help citizens understand the world
deeply and accurately,” said Supinya, also
a co-founder of the fact-checking organi-
sation Cofact Thailand.

The Reuters research also revealed a
correlation between press freedom and
public confidence in the media. Countries
with more press freedom tend to have
more accurate and fair reporting, leading
to greater public trust and a willingness
to pay for quality news. In contrast, Thai-
land’s lower confidence in media inde-
pendence has led to a greater reliance
on social media, which can sometimes
spread misinformation.

“Thailand needs to enhance media
standards to ensure true independence
and quality reporting,” Supinya added.
“Promoting media literacy is crucial for
the public to distinguish between accurate
and false information, fostering a well-in-
formed society capable of navigating
today’s complex news landscape.”

As technology and communication
rapidly evolve, maintaining a reliable and
comprehensive media is essential, par-
ticularly in combating misinformation on
digital platforms and sensational news
designed to boost advertising sales and
public engagement. A strong and inde-
pendent media is essential for guiding
society through the information age with
stability and fairness, Supinya concluded.
