Mobile alert system set for nationwide test Tuesday

The Department of Disaster Preven-
tion and Mitigation (DDPM) says it
will test its mobile phone emergency
alert system on Tuesday at 2pm inall 77
provinces across the kingdom, includ-
ing Bangkok.

DDPM director-general Teerapat
Kachamat said the National Disas-
ter Warning Center is responsible for
issuing alerts in coordination with rel-
evant agencies.

The mobile phone emergency
broadcast system was jointly developed
by the DDPM, the National Broadcast-
ing and Telecommunications Commis-
sion and mobile network operators,

Mr Teerapat said.

Three trial runs were conducted
last year: at a building-level on May 2,
a district-level on May 7 and a provin-
cial-level on May 13, he said.

The system has since been used in
real emergencies, such as the north-
ern and southern floods, the border
incidents with Cambodia and PM2.5
pollution, he said.

The upcoming test will be the first
nationwide test, simulating large-scale
disasters affecting multiple areas,
he noted.

Mobile phone users will receive an
automatic eight-second warning tone
and message, even if their phones are
muted, locked or in vibration mode,
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he said.

He said the message will read: “This
is a test message from Department
of Disaster Prevention and Mitiga-
tion (DDPM), not a real situation. No
action required.”

Only phones using iOS version 18 or
higher and Android version 11 or higher
will receive the alert, he said.
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
